E-Statements are now available to our members.  To 
access E-Statements you must have a user name and 
password to Home Banking.  If you do not have a 
user name or password, please call Tina Yevich at 
203-237-6424 ext. 17.   
 
Member Enrollment 
 
The member must initiate eStatement Enrollment 
through Home Banking. You cannot receive an E-
Statement unless you have access to Home Banking. 
 

• After signing on to Home Banking go to the 
Summary Section on the Account Page and 
click on eStatements. 

• The eStatement Enrollment Form will appear 
with the Member’s Account Number already 
filled in. Click on “continue” to enroll. 

• Member will complete the nine questions 
and click on “I Agree” on the Licensing 
Agreement. This completes the member 
portion of the enrollment. 

• The Member will receive a Welcome Letter 
(to eStatement) via email after the CU  
activates the member’s account 

 

E-Statement Member Access 
 

• The Member will receive an email that their 
statement is ready to review. This should be 
received no later then the third business day 
of each month. 

• To view the statement the member will sign 
on Home Banking, and on the Account Page 
go to the Summary Section and click on 
eStatements. 

• A page titled “Communication Center” will 
appear. Click on Statements to review the 
statement.
