On November 6, 2009, President Obama signed into law the Worker, 
Homeownership and Business Assistance Act of 2009, which in-

cludes a provision to extend the first-time homebuyer tax credit originally cre-
ated in July 2008 with the Housing and Economic Recovery Act. This exten-
sion applies for new homes purchased before May 1, 2010; for members of the 
military whose duties have taken them overseas, the credit extends until May 
of 2011. The new legislation includes some important changes for those buy-
ing a home after it was signed into law.
